Carl Sarap (1893-1942) oli eesti kirjastaja ja tuntud fotograaf,
kelle elulugu ja loometegevus kulges Uhes riitmis Eesti Vaba-
riigiga selle esimestel tormilistel aastakiimnetel. 1920. aastate
rasketes majandusoludes vedas Sarap Tartus vaikekirjastust
jo andis vdlja kultuuriajakiria ,Odamees”. Pankroti jarel tootas
ta end 1930. aastatel isedppijana tles tippfotograafiks.

Sarapi kaks suurt kirge - kirjastamine ja pildistamine - kehastu-
sid 1930. aastate teisel poolel tiheks tervikuks tle-eestiliste
fotomatkade pohjal valminud suurepdrastes vdljaannetes,
kirjastajaks peamiselt J. Triefeldti raamatudri Rakveres.
limusid mitmed kvaliteetsed fotopostkaartide sarjad (,Kaunis
kodumaa”, ,Eesti pildis”, jt.), mttki toodi fotomontaaZidega ehi-
tud kirjatimbrikud ja kirjapaberite komplektid. Plaanitud suure-
joonelisest Ule-eestilisest fotoraamatute sarjast jdudis kahjuks
ilmuda vaid esikteos ,Vana Narva” (1939).

Carl Sarapi fotod leidsid sooja vastuvéttu. Tema fotolooming
oli omas ajas eristuvalt kérge kvaliteediga ning esindab ténini
Eesti 1930. aastate ajavaimu parimate fotokunsti vahenditega.

Oma Tartu-perioodil kuulus Carl Sarap Eesti kultuurielu eliiti:
vedas 1918. aastal asutatud raamatukauplust ja kirjastust
,Odamees - Carl Sarap”, kirjastas endiste Siuru kirjandus-
riihmituse likmete teoseid ja andis eri vormis vdlja illustreeri-
tud kultuuriajakirja Odamees ning muud kvaliteetkirjandust.
Parast 1929. aastal eraisiku pankroti valjakuulutamist ja pere
lagunemist naasis Sarap elama Virumaale. Koos uue elukaas-
lase Johanna Triefeldtiga (1899-1968) asus Carl Sarap vedama
Rakveres oma isa Juhan Sarapi ja tédi Mia Saare endist
raamatukauplust. Kaupluse uueks nimeks sai ,Raamatu-,
paberi, foto- ja raadiodri Joh. Triefeldt” (aadressil Pikk tn 17a,
1937. aastast uutes ruumides Lai tn 17, Rakvere). Carl Sarapi
t60ks oli juhtida kaupluse fotoosakonda, mis muuhulgas
pakkus fotolabori teenust (sh fotosuurenduste tegemist) ja
valmistada mitgiks fotopostkaarte. Carl Sarapi kui fotode
autori nime hakati arinime ,J. Triefeldt” kdrvale fotopostkaar-
tidele trikkima alles 1938. aastast alates.

Fotograafiaga tegeles Carl Sarap juba koolipoisina. Esimeseks
Opetajaks oli onu Aleksander Martin Saar, fotoamatdor.

Kuni 1934. aastani pildistas Sarap kodukandis Sompas, Toilas
ja mujal Virumaal ning Tartus. Fotopostkaartidena avaldas
Carl Sarap oma pilte esmakordselt Tartu-perioodi 16pus -
1928.-1929. aastal. 1931. aastast iimusid Sarapi fotodest esime-
sed postkaardid ka J. Triefeldti ari templiga. Hiliemalt 1934. aas-
taks oli Sarap votnud endale kindlaks té6eesmdrgiks terve
Eesti pildilise jd@dvustamise ning kdis selleks koos Johanna
Triefeldtiga stisteemselt suvistel fotomatkadel Eesti maa-
kondades. Péhjalikust pildistusté6st vormus suurejooneline
numereeritud postkaardisari ,Kaunis kodumaa’, mis hakkas
Triefeldti ari trikikirjadega varustatult iimuma 1936. aastal.
Carl Sarapi kauneid Eesti-pilte mdrgati - postkaartide madk
edenes, tuli tellimustoid ministeeriumitest, ajakirjanduses
@ramainimisi ning kiitust nditusetéodele.

Eesti annekteerimine Néukogude Liidu koosseisu 1940. aasta
suvel tdmbas Sarapi edasistele plaanidele joone peale.

26. juunil 1941 sattus Carl Sarap Virumaal Voka killas NKVD
puna-arreteerijate katte. Ta saadeti Tallinnasse eeluurimis-
vanglasse piiritsoonis leitud fotokaamera téttu ja kauditati
lahenevate saksa vaigede eest koos teiste eeluurimisel
vangidega 4. juulil rongiga Venemaale, Molotovi oblastisse.
Carl Sarap suri Venemaal Ussolski todlaagris Solikamski
linnas 5. novembril 1942.

1944. aasta juunis taheldas Eesti kultuurivarade evakueeri-
mise eestvedaja Eerik Laid (1904-1961), et koos Tallinna
Kunstimuuseumi ja Tallinna Linnamuuseumi varadega on
Koluvere lossi Ladnemaal hoiule viidud ka Carl Sarapi negatii-
vide kogu. 1959. aastast alates hakkasid Johanna Triefeldti
seni peidus hoitud Carl Sarapi fotod koonduma Rakvere
muuseumisse. Sarapi fotoparandit asus 1980. aastatel uurima
fotoajaloolane, fotograaf ja rezissoor Peeter Tooming (1939-
1997). Eesti taasiseseisvumise aastatel valmis tal Carl Sarapi
fotode ja samast paigast tehtud kaasaegsete pildistuste
pohial Ule-eestiline fotondituste ja fotoraamatute suurprojekt
b5 aastat hiliem”.

Carl Sarapi fotopdrand on ainus ténini sailinud pildikogu 1930.
aastate Eestist, mis ulatuslikult katab pea kogu Eestit, on
teostatud esteetiliselt ning tehniliselt kdrgel tasemel ning on
niivord mahukas. Sarapi negatiive on ligi 12 000, need asuvad
peamiselt Fotomuuseumi (Tallinna Linnamuuseum) ja

SA Virumaa Muuseumide kogus, 60 negatiivi ka SA Saaremaa
Muuseumi kogus ja on digiteerituna koigile huvilistele vabaks
kasutamiseks varaliste autoridiguste aegumise tottu. Triefeldti
ari kirjostatud postkaarte, mida Carl Sarap oma parimatest
negatiividest valmistas, leidub Eesti maluasutuste pildikogudes
ja erakollektsioonides tuhandeid. Carl Sarapi suuremodddulise-
maid fotosid ja néitusetdid on teadaolevalt alles aga vaga
vtihe. Kdesoleval nditusel on véljas neist enamik.

Carl Sarap (1893-1942) was an Estonian publisher and well-
known photographer, whose biography and creative activities
were in tune with the Republic of Estonia during its turbulent
first decades. In the difficult economic circumstances of the
1920s, Sarap led a small publishing house in Tartu and published
the cultural magazine ,Odamees”. After his bankruptcy, he
worked as a self-taught photographer in the 1930s.

The two great passions of Sarap - publishing and photography -
came together in excellent publications based on his nationwide
photographic journeys, published mainly by J. Triefeldt’s book
business in Rakvere. Several high-quality series of photo post-
cards were published (,Beautiful Homeland”, ,Estonia in Picture”,
etc.), envelopes and stationery sets decorated with composite
photographs were put on sale. Unfortunately, only the first work
,Old Narva” (1939) was published from the planned great
Estonian-wide series of photo books.

Carl Sarap’s photographs found a warm welcome. His photo-
graphy was of a distinctly high quality in his time and still
represents the time spirit of Estonia in the 1930s with the best
means of photographic artwork.

During his Tartu period, Carl Sarap belonged to the Estonian
cultural elite: he led a bookstore and publishing house
,Odamees - Car! Sarap” founded in 1918, published works by
former Siuru literary group members and published the illust-
rated cultural magazine ,Odamees” and other quality literature
in various forms. After the declaration of bankruptcy in 1929
and the break-up of his marriage, Sarap returned to live in
Virumaa. Together with his new partner Johanna Triefeldt (1899-
1968), Carl Sarap started running the former bookstore of his
father Juhan Sarap and aunt Mia Saar in Rakvere. The shop was
renamed ,Book, Paper, Photo and Radio Store of Joh. Triefeldt,”
(at Pikk 17a, from 1937 in new premises at Lai 17, Rakvere).

Carl Sarap’s job was to run the photography department of

the store, which offered, among other things, the photographic
laboratory service (including photo enlargements) and the
production of photo postcards for sale. The name of Carl Sarap
as the author of the photographs was published next to the
business name ,J. Triefeldt” on photographic postcards from
1938 onwards.

Carl Sarap dealt with photography since he was a schoolboy.
His first teacher was his uncle Alexander Martin Saar, an
amateur photographer. Until 1934, Sarap took photographs in
his home region of Sompa, Toila and elsewhere in Virumaa and
Tartu. Carl Sarap published his pictures as photo postcards
for the first time at the end of his Tartu period in 1928 and 1929.
From 1931, the postcards of Sarap’s photographs were pub-
lished with J. Triefeldt’s business stamp. By 1934 at the latest,
Sarap had set himself the goal of photographing the whole of
Estonia, and for this purpose he and Johanna Triefeldt syste-
matically went on photography trips in Estonian counties during
summers. The extensive photographic work resulted in the
magnificent numbered postcard series ,Beautiful Homeland”
{,Kaunis kodumaa” in Estonian), which began to appear in 1936,
with Triefeldt’s printed records. Carl Sarap’s beautiful pictures
of Estonia were noticed - the sales of postcards boomed,
commissions came in from ministries, he was mentioned in
the press and received praise for his exhibition works.

The annexation of Estonia to the Soviet Union in the summer

of 1940 put an end to Sarap’s future plans. On 26 June 1941,
Carl Sarap fell into the hands of the NKVD red arrestors in Voka
village in Virumaa. He was sent to a pre-trial prison in Tallinn
because of a photographic camera found in the border zone,
and was deported by train from the approaching German
troops, together with other pre-trial detainees, on 4 July to
Molotov Oblast, Russia. Carl Sarap died in Russia at the
Ussolski Labour Camp in Solikamsk on 5 November 1942.

In June 1944, Eerik Laid (1904-1961), the leader of the evacua-
tion of Estonian cultural assets, observed that together with
the assets of Tallinn Art Museum and Tallinn City Museum,

a collection of Carl Sarap’s negatives had been deposited

in Koluvere Castle in Laénemaa. Since 1959, the photographs
of Carl Sarap, hidden by Johanna Triefeldt, started to converge
in Rakvere Museum. In the 1980s, Sarap’s photographic heri-
tage was studied by the photo historian, photographer and
director Peeter Tooming (1939-1997). During the years of
Estonia’s re-independence, he completed a major nationwide
project of photo exhibitions and photo books, ,55 Years Later”
(,55 aastat hiliem” in Estonian), based on Carl Sarap’s photo-
graphs and contemporary photographs of the same place.

Carl Sarap’s photographic legacy is the only surviving
photographic collection of Estonia in the 1930s that covers
almost the whole of Estonia, has been executed aesthetically
and technically to a high standard, and is so voluminous.
Sarap’s negatives number close to 12 000, they are mainly

in the collections of the Estonian Museum of Photography
(Tallinn City Museum) and the Virumaa Museums Foundation
with 60 negatives also in the collection of the Saaremaa
Museum Foundation. Carl Sarap’s photos are digitised and
freely available to all due to the expiry of proprietary copyright.
Thousands of postcards published by Triefeldt’s business,
which Carl Sarap made from his best negatives, can be found
in picture collections of Estonian memory institutions and
private collections. However, only a small nurmber of Carl
Sarap’s large prints and exhibition works are known to have
been preserved. This exhibition features most of them.

Carl Sarapil oli fotomatkadel kaasas alati mitu erinevat
fotokaamerat. Suurem, 10x15 cm klaasnegatiividele
pildistamise kaamera oli saksa firma Welta raske
2-kilone mudel Welta Dubla. Kaamerat toodeti aastatel
1927-1934. Keskformaadis rullfilmile (kaadrisuurusega
6x6 cm) pildistamiseks kasutas Sarap saksa firmas
Curt Bentzin, Gorlitz alates 1935. aastast toodetud
kaameramudelit Primarflex (ka Primar-Reflex). Ka voib
fotodel ndha Carl Sarapit pildistamas saksa ettevotte
Franke & Heidecke fotokaameraga Rolleiflex, mille esi-
mest standardmudelit toodeti 1932-1938. lImselt katse-
tas ja pildistas Carl Sarap veel mitmete kaameratega.

Picture taking

Carl Sarap always had several different photo cameras
with him during his photography trips. The larger,
10x15 cm glass plate negative camera was the heavy

2-kilogram Welta Dubla from the German company Welta.

The camera was produced between 1927 and 1934.

To shoot on a medium-format roll film (6x6 cm), Sarap
used the Primarflex (also known as Primar-Reflex)
camera model produced by the German company Curt
Bentzin Gorlitz since 1935. The photographs also show
Carl Sarap photographing with the German company
Franke & Heidecke’s camera Rolleiflex, the first standard
model of which was produced between 1932 and 1938.
Carl Sarap probably experimented and photographed
with several other cameras, too.

Nii suvistel kui talvistel fotomatkadel kaisid
Carl Sarap ja Johanna Triefeldt Gheskoos. Sarap raken-
das kaaslast meelsasti maastikke ilmestava modellina.
Ka Johanna pildistas - ténu sellele on Carl Sarapist
endast tema fotopdrandi seas palju Glesvétteid.
Parast 1940. aastate alguses toimunud ndukogude
voéimuga kaasnenud dri riigistamist, Sarapi arreteeri-
mist ja Lai tn 17 poehoone tulekahjut té6tas Johanna
Triefeldt hiliemalt 1945. aastast taas hariduse alal -
Opetaja ja koolijuhatajana Kohtla-Jarvel asuvas Jarve
algkoolis ja hiliem Kohtla-Jarve | keskkoolis, kus dpetas
vene keelt ja matemaatikat. Johanna Triefeldti ja tema
tuttavate kaudu jdudis Rakvere muuseumisse suur osa
Carl Sarapi ténaseni sdilinud parandist - fotod, post-
kaardid ja osa negatiivide kogust. Johanna Triefeldt
suri 26. veebruaril 1968 ja on maetud Johvi kalmistule.

Johanna Triefeldt was born on 20 December 1899 in
Northern Latvia, in Ruhja. In the years 1918-1927
Johanna Triefeldt worked as a primary school teacher
at the Toila School in Virumaa, and in the academic year
1926-1927 she also served as acting head of the school.
On 28 November 1929, Johanna Triefeldt joined Carl
Sarap in Rakvere, at Pikk tn 17, to run a bookstore
formerly owned by Carl’s father Juhan Sarap and his
aunt Mia Saar, with the new name ,Joh. Triefeldt’s
Business of Books, Paper, Photos and Radio” where

in addition to books, magazines, school supplies and
stationery, radios were also sold, and there was a photo
department in the store with a separate sales counter,
which was lead by Carl Sarap. The company was
probably doing well and from 10 February 1937 the store
was already operating in more spacious premises in
the building of Rakvere Uhispank, at Lai Street 17.

On the relationship between Sarap and Triefeldt, based
on contemporary memoirs, the heritage conservatio-
nist and the local historian Juri Tonisson (1929-2020)
writes: ,a new life partner, abandoned in her youth,

but a faithful friend”. Officially, they weren’'t married.
Carl Sarap and Johanna Triefeldt went on photographic
trips together. Sarap was happy to use a companion

as a model to illustrate landscapes. Johanna also took
pictures — thanks to this, there are many shots of Carl
Sarap himself in his photographic heritage.

After the nationalisation of business by the Soviets in
the early 1940s, the arrest of Sarap and the fire in the
shop building at Lai 17, Johanna Triefeldt returned to the
field of education in 1945 at the latest— as a teacher
and headmistress at the Jarve Elementary School in
Kohtla-Jdarve and later at the Kohtla-Jarve | Secondary
School, where she taught Russian and Mathematics.
Through Johanna Triefeldt and her acquaintances, a
large part of Carl Sarap’s legacy — photos, postcards
and some of the negatives — reached the Rakvere
Museum (now Museums of Virumaa Foundation).
Johanna Triefeldt died on 26 February 1968 and is
buried at the Johvi Cemetery.

Carl Sarap oma varasemate téode pdhjal fotomontaaZidena kolm Carl Sarap produced three large photographic panels measuring 1.2 x 1.5 metres
suuremoddulist fotopannood maodtudega 1,2 x 1,5 meetrit. Sisuks oli as composite photographs based on his earlier works. The content was Estonian
Eesti loodus, t66stus ja linnad. Algsete fotomontaaZzide saatus pole nature, industry and cities. The fate of the original prints is unfortunately unknown.

55 Years Later

Carl Sarap’s photographic heritage was rediscove-
red in the late 1980s by the photographer, director
and photo historian Peeter Tooming (1939-1997).

He compiled the photography exhibition ,50 Years
Later” based on Sarap’s work in 1987, where he used
photographs copied from Sarap’s negatives and

his own contemporary photographs from the same
place. The exhibition was the base for Peeter Tooming's
subsequent extensive series of photo books and exhi-
bitions called ,55 Years Later”. It was a major project
of social conceptual photography, highly valued in
Estonian art history. This project vividly presented the
impact of the Soviet occupation in different regions
of Estonia in the 1990s, showing the photographs of
Sarap and Tooming side by side. In the framework of
the project ,55 Years Later”, a total of 9 photo albums
from different regions of Estonia were published
between 1993 and 1997.

On the basis of Carl Sarap’s and his own photographs,
Peeter Tooming also compiled and designed the beau-
tiful photo book ,Virumaa Fotokillud” (published in 1999).

Autumn-Winter 1940 - Carl Sarap got an agreement to publish two of his
photographic postcards in the Soviet Union’s National Publishing House,
on the condition of receiving one kopek for each postcard sold

28 February 1941 - Rakvere Job Skills Department issued Carl Sarap with
Master’s Registration Certificate in Photography

26 June 1941- Carl Sarap is detained by NKVD detainers in Voka village,
Virumaa

4 July 1941 - Carl Sarap is deported by train from Tallinn to Molotov oblast,
Russia, to escape the German invasion, together with other prisoners
from the preliminary investigation

9 May 1942 - Carl Sarap is sentenced to 5 years in the Ussolsk labour camp
as punishment for committing anti-Soviet agitation among other
detainees

5 November 1942 - Carl Sarap died at the Ussolski labour camp in Solikamsk,
Russia

June 1944 - Carl Sarap’s collection of negatives, acquired by the state,
is moved to Koluvere Castle in Laénemaa to escape the war

1955-1957 - In the albums ,Meie Maa: Eesti sénas ja pildis” (Our Country:
Estonia in Words and Pictures) published in Sweden, Lund (4 volumes),
several Carl Sarap’s photographs are published under the name of
J. Triefeldt

1959 - Johanna Triefeldt presents more than 1,500 Carl Sarap’s
photo postcards to the Rakvere Museum

1968 - Johanna Triefeldt died (buried at the J6hvi cemetery)

1978-1988 - Johanna Triefeldt’s estate — Carl Sarap’s photos and negatives —
arrived at the Rakvere Museum (Foundation Museums of Virumaa)
through various donors

January 1988 - A photographic exhibition of Carl Sarap’s exhibition works
and postcards from the 1930s and an exhibition photographic series
.50 Years Later”,based on Carl Sarap’s photographic reproductions,
of the photographer Peeter Tooming, was opened at the Rakvere
Museum of Home History.
