E The People’s Museum of Tallinn

The People’s Museum of Tallinn is located in the medieval
Nottbeck House, where the artist Ants Laikmaa'’s studio school
first opened its doors in 1903. The museum’s exhibitions highlight
the rich heritage of the different nationalities living in Tallinn and
their contributions to our cultural space.

Museum programme “Let’s Drink Tea: The Charms
of the Miracle Beverage”

The tea culture dates back over 5,000 years, making tea
drinking one of the world’s oldest and most enduring
traditions. In this programme, we will explore the origins of
tea, its cultivation, and its many beneficial properties.

Where is tea most widely enjoyed today? Who were the first tea
drinkers in Estonia? When did tea become popular, and how
was it traditionally consumed? Along the way, we will also
discover a variety of herbs used to make different kinds of tea.

We will conclude the programme, of course, by sharing a
warm and comforting cup of tea together.

E House of Peter the Great

Opened in 1806, the House of Peter the Great is Tallinn’s oldest
museum. This small yet remarkable building is a unique historical
site, where Tallinn’s role during the Northern War, the birth of the
Kadriorg ensemble, and the beginning of Estonian museum culture
are closely intertwined.

Guided tour “Secrets of the Old Palace”

During the tour, we will discover the history of the 17th-century
summer manor, which is also the oldest museum in the city.
We will learn about its residents, including Peter | — how he
came to Estonia, and why he chose to buy a house in Kadriorg,
calling it the “old palace.”

We will also explore the objects and paintings in the house,
along with the stories of the people depicted in them. Come
and discover the place where the story of Kadriorg began!

Kalamaja Museum is a vibrant community museum that
captures a glimpse of the district’s rich and colourful character.
While the full story of Tallinn's oldest suburb extends far beyond
its walls, the museum offers an engaging introduction to its past
and present.

As you move through the building, you'll uncover stories of local
houses and their residents — from the cellar and corridor to the
garage and living room. Exhibitions can even be found in
unexpected places, including the toilet.

Younger visitors can enjoy the family area, where a Tallinn-style
doll's house and a retro play corner invite exploration and
imaginative play.

City tour “Suburban Stories: Life and Times of
Kalamaja”

As we stroll through the streets surrounding the museum,
we will explore both the past and present of this former
suburb, now one of Tallinn’s most sought-after districts.
Along the way, we will admire Kalamaja's characteristic
wooden houses and hear stories about everyday life, the
historic Kalma sauna, and the people who have shaped the
area.

And if we're lucky, we might even encounter Kalamaja’'s
legendary cat, August — a charming highlight of the tour.

Museum of Photography

The Museum of Photography, located in a medieval prison
building, and home to Estonia’s photographic heritage, is where
the history of photography and equipment meets contemporary
photography art. During the summer season, the museum’s
exhibitions are also held at Gallery SEEK.

Immersive exhibition “Colour Tickle”

The experiential journey will unfold throughout the
atmospheric vaulted halls and corridors of the former
medieval prison that house the museum. Designed for visitors
of all ages, the exhibition explains the principles of colour
physics, human colour perception, and the history of colour
photography through hands-on exhibits. Along the way,
visitors can enter the Eye, move through colour synthesis,
colorize photographs, navigate the labyrinth of Estonia’s
oldest colour photographs, and engage in many other
discoveries.

E Tallinn City Life Museum

Located in the heart of the Old Town, Tallinn City Life Museum is
housed in the former residence of a wealthy merchant. With a
history dating back to the Middle Ages, the building brings
Tallinn’s story to life through the lives of the people who lived
there. Visitors can discover what it meant to live, work, and
accumulate wealth in the city across the centuries. The
exhibitions tell Tallinn’s history through personal everyday
stories, inviting you to discover the city’s rich and diverse
heritage.

. Kiek in de Kok Fortifications Museum

Kiek in de Kok is the tallest defence tower in Tallinn, and
combined with the Stable Tower, the Maiden Tower, the Gate
Tower and the Inger and Swedish underground passages, it forms
a defensive complex stretching over 800 metres. With a further
340 metres of underground bastion passages on display, the
museum is over a kilometre long! The towers are connected by
the city’s longest wall gallery, offering beautiful views of Tallinn's
Old Town.

Kiek in de Kok's mighty artillery tower takes visitors back in time,
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massive bastion belts — earthworks built to protect the city
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haven.
